The Tibbie cow family is one of the most recognized and highly marketable cow
families in Canada. They have won when they have been shown and topped
sales when they have been sold. This year we did not have an Ellie to offer in
Hayshaker XXII, hence we put in a Tibbie instead that can and will Get-A-Long in
true Hayshaker style and fashion. This cow was purchased from Darin and Krista
Bouchard from Cypress River, Manitoba as a baby at Agribition 1998. Her dam in
turn was named Reserve Junior Champion in 1995, also at Agribition, being sired
by the highly maternal Rito 2100 GDAR, the sire of Walk-On. The fancy heifer calf
beside this cow is by Just Rite 927, the Battle Cry/Right Time son that was sold to
R&M in 1999 and leased back to Get-A-Long in 2004 for Pasture Duty. A Chief
94H yearling heifer replaces this cow in the Get-A-Long program. As we did not
have our Early Dateline bull (the talk of 2004 Agribition) back from Semex, this
cow was mated to Chief again, however, two straws of Early Dateline semen will
go with this cow because we did want her bred to him. He will go back to stud in
August, but you should see him in pasture with 75 cows if you thought he was
unique last fall!
